3rd Call for Proposals

On Biotechnology applied to human health
Eligibility

The call for proposals published on http://www.newindigo.eu/npp/ is open to public and/or private Research and Technology Development entities in the participating countries.
ATTENTION : In the case of Norwegian participants, research proposals may be submitted by Norwegian universities, university colleges and independent research institutes based in Norway. Project owners are encouraged to collaborate with Norwegian companies in the indutrial sector.
Funding modalities 

The maximum funding per project is 350 000 euros to be shared between participating Norwegian institutions. Total available funding can be up to 625000 Euro (5 Mill. NOK), provided highest quality and thematic relevance of projects.
Projects applying for funding from The Research Council of Norway are in particular, but not exclusively, invited within the thematic areas of the Programmes for Functional Genomics (FUGE, www.rcn.no/fuge) and Global Health and Vaccination Research (GLOBVAC, www.rcn.no/globvac).

The total funding will not exceed 100 % of the eligible costs.

Mobility:

1 - For national scientists: 

- Flights to India, visa costs, transfer to and from the airport: on real costs (upon presentation of a receipt) with economy fare. (Living expenses in India will be covered by the Indian receiving organisation)

- European flights or train journeys, transfer to and from the airport/station: on real costs (upon presentation of a receipt) with economy fare.

2- For Indian scientists travelling to Norway (regulated in the Programme of Cooperation between India and Norway)
The financial terms for the visits of the researchers/scientists between India and Norway under the approved programme shall be the following, funding permitting:
a. The Coordinating Agency in the sending state shall provide international fare up to the international airport nearest to the host institution in the receiving state and the overseas medical insurance for the approved visit period.
b. The Coordinating Agency in the receiving state shall make the

following arrangement:
i. The Norwegian scientists visiting India shall be paid an amount of INR 1,000/- per day in case of short term visits (up to 31 days), and INR 20,000/- per month in case of long term visits (more than 31 days) towards food and out of pocket allowances, or as agreed in contract negotiations for each project.

ii. The Indian scientists visiting Norway on short term basis shall be provided an amount of NOK 460,- per day and NOK 13,800,- per month on a long term visit towards food and out of pocket allowances, or as agreed in contract negotiations for each project.

iii. For short term visits, however, the maximum payment made to the researchers shall not exceed the total per diem for 20 days only.

iv. The Coordinating Agency in the receiving state shall provide free furnished accommodation in a Guest House or Hotel with reasonable amenities.

v. The Coordinating Agency in the receiving state shall arrange transport to and from the airport for visiting scientists. In case of senior scientists (in the rank of Director or above), transport shall be provided for all official engagements.

vi. Airport tax, if any, shall be paid by the Coordinating Agency in the receiving state.

vii. For participation in the international/ bilateral scientific conferences, workshops, exhibitions, including annual science congresses, the Coordinating Agency in the receiving state shall pay the registration fees, if any.
Workshops in Norway:

- organisation costs : Is included
- invitation of external experts:  Is included
Equipment:
This includes the depreciation costs for the infrastructure to be used in the project. Infrastructure funded by the Research Council is not to be included here. The depreciation schedule must correspond to that which is valid for the research infrastructure involved. If the infrastructure is being used in several projects, the depreciation costs are to be distributed between these. Only the percentage of the utilisation of the research infrastructure may be written off for the respective project. A full (100%) write-off may only be claimed for research infrastructure that cannot be used by other projects due to capacity limitations. The capacity of the equipment will determine the depreciation rate, viewed in relation to the overall period of depreciation. Good accounting practice and existing guidelines for write-offs and accounting must be employed. 
Consumables:
Includes consumables. 

Personnel costs:
Includes the payroll and indirect expenses for R&D personnel at the Project Owner. R&D personnel means; the project manager as well as scientific and technical staff. Payroll and indirect expenses cover salary, social security costs and indirect costs such as rent, technical office assistance, ICT costs, etc. 

Other costs:
All direct project-related costs, such as costs for goods and services related to the project, and purchase of R&D services not included under b. Individual items of more than NOK 50,000 should be specified. 
To the extent that subcontractors are used, the task and their expertise should be clarified in the application.
